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Pereslavl-Zalessky has developed system of telecommunications that is connected with educational and cultural life of the town. More and more sites and information servers have appeared over 4 years. This year, Pereslavl-Zalesky is celebrating it’s 850 anniversary and there are many new sites devoted to rich history and culture of the town. Some of them are to be used for educational goals.

Program System Institute – “University of Pereslavl” plays an active role in making such projects to enrich information environmen of the town. University server contains many creative works of students and special works of lecturers according to the courses they give. Some of them are avialable from the outside, all resources are free for local users. (http:\\www.u-pereslavl.botik.ru ).

Site “Architecture monuments of Pereslavl-Zalessky” is one of such humanitarian educational projects. It is a web school-book made to support study of local history at first years of studying at University of Pererslavl.

There remains many monuments of XII – XIX in Pereslavl which are important for Russian and world culture. They are located on the large territory and are not always easy to get to. The main task of the project is to help students in learning them. The site consists of the town map with all important cultural objects on it. Here you can also find descriptions and pictures of architecture monuments. To see all monuments, you don’t have to make a tour of the city, but visit our site.

Site is to help students with their lectures and self-training. It has also short English version and may be used on English lessons. These project is interesting not only for students and lecturers, but for all people who likes history and culture of Russia.
