PLASTIYQUE dod was founded in 2001 in Gdansk by Magda Jedra and Zbigniew Zibi Bienkowski. Their activity concentrates around music, movement and visual & digital arts. The effect of this co-operation is interactive multimedia performance called "teleTransis". Since the spring of 2002 they started working with musician and composer Joanna Charchan. Together they created an experimental project "The way" which was prepared specially for clubs. It is a concert of experimental music which balances between the composition of contemporary music and jazz improvisation plus the movement expression which transforms itself into the sound construction by using new technology.

Magda Jedra- dancer, choreographer, creator of visual performances. For 10 years she intensively co-operates with different artists from Poland and abroad. She researches new ways of movement and expression in dance. 

Joanna Charchan- musician, composer. After studying the piano and saxophone she started researching new forms of composition. She experiments with contemporary composed music and improvisation. 

Zbigniew Zibi Bienkowski- musician, performer. He grew up in the circle of punk counterculture 80's as a guitarist of many musician groups. At that time he creates electronic music, visual and digital arts. 

2.WHAT

New media performance. Digital technology in music- vision- movement.

The goal of the project is:

· to expose new technologies in creative arts and culture exchange

· by using new technologies to approach the lifestyle, fascinations, dreams and the sources of inspiration of people from the places where the performance is going to be performed

· to create a non-conventional relation between receiver, picture, sound and space

· to educate the receiver: within range of construction of new conditions for music perception in the physical, emotional and meaning space 

· the audience' active participation during the performance; connection at the level of the art language

· the audience' interactive participation in creating the event

· periodicity of the project provides new solutions in exchanging and connecting European creators
