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The idea of the website “Sunlight of Hope” (http://sunlight.iatp.by) created in May 2001 is to reflect the activities of Belarusian organization “Women’s Business and Art Cooperation”. Today the organization is one of the leading non-governmental women’s organizations in Belarus. In spite of the lack of financing and a short history, members of the “Women’s Business & Art Cooperation” organized more than 200 events. Among them are cultural gatherings and presentations, exhibitions of women’s artwork, educational seminars and trainings. Currently there are eight clubs within the association - “Circle of Wishes”, “Inspiration”, “World History of Art”, “Musical Ark”, “World Around Us”, “World Art Culture”, “Family Matters”, “Meeting with You”. Among the projects the creation and development of the website “Sunlight of Hope” is a significant part of women’s activity in our country. This information resource is a dynamic socio-cultural system. The website provides women with the latest news in women’s movement and the opportunity to share their problems and find solutions through the Internet. It was developed with the help of programming languages such as HTML, PHP, and MYSQL. The support and development of the website is crucial for the strengthening of women’s information network in Belarus. 
Participating in the Internet project “Sunlight of Hope” many women have obtained new knowledge and skills. Step by step understanding the importance of the personal growth they learn to assert their rights.  This is a basis for women in a short time to partake actively in social and cultural projects as well as make more serious decisions. It is very important today from the point of view of democratic changed in Belarus.
